MOBILE MEDICARE UNIT FOR SENIOR CITIZENS':

The organization is running a Mobile Medicare Unit for senior citizen at
Gotlong, Sonitpur of Assam since 01/04/2007 with the financial
assistance of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment, Govt. of
India.
